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In April 1998, the Restorative Jus-
tice Prografm expanded with the
assistance of another federal
grant to inClude a Teeh Court.
First time and minor repeat oOf-
fenders may have their cases
heard and be sentenced by a jury
Of their peers.

To partiCipate in Teen Court, the
offender must admit guilt. Par-
ents must accompany the of-
fender to the hearing and testify.
Parents must also agree to en-
force the Teen Court sentence as
necessary. Juveniles must be sen-
tenced to a mihimum Of five ser-
vice to community hours, three

Teen Court

Jjury terms and an educational
Class, which inCludes a detention
facCility tour. If the juvenile suc-
cessfully completes the sen-
tence, the charge is dismissed
and will hot appear onh his/her
Jjuvenile record.

A cost-benefit analysis of the
teen court program was com-
pleted in 2005. The analysis re-
vealed a het present Value of
$75,400 t0 Jefferson County, and
the authors recommended not
only the continuation of the
programm, but its expansion.
